Clint went on to be the clubs first Chairman, President and Life Member, and was a member of the Hampshire Hockey Association Committee. Until his early death from cancer in March 2009, Clint remained a loyal member of the club and took a keen interest in all its aspects.  

The event was also arranged to commemorate Armed Forces Day, with all match fees and donations going to the charity Help4Heroes. The Dickie family kindly donated £100 towards the £500 that was raised on the day.

Four teams of ten were entered in the tournament with matches played on a full size pitch, for duration of twenty five minutes each way.  The first team The Grumpy Old Men (the vets) failed to win a match, although scoring three goals , and suffering one hospitalisation with a head wound.  Make it Quick (the youngsters) won one match scoring two goals overall. Runners up were the Blue Badgers, who won two matches and drew the third, with a total of six goals and seven points.  Winners were the Bobby’s Battlers, who totalled four goals, similar results to the runners up, and seven points also, but won the penalty shoot out!
The Clint Dickie Memorial Plate and medals for the winners were presented by Glenda Wilkinson Clint’s daughter, also in attendance was Clint’s wife Eileen and Glenda’s family.  This was an excellent day of hockey enjoyed by all who attended, and it is proposed the event will be held annually, with invitations going to other clubs around the area.
